In English, the Year 7 and 8 students have 

just started reading ôLord of the Fliesõ by 

William Golding.   

 

The story centres around a group of 

evacuees whose plane has crashed onto 

a desert island.  The boys quickly realise 

that there are no grown -ups and they 

must try to govern themselves. As the 

book progresses, the plot darkens and 

there are disastrous results to their savage 

behaviour.  Goldingõs masterpiece is an 

investigation into our conflicting impulses 

towards civi l ization - between 

ôgroupthinkõ and individuality, between 

rational and emotional reactions, and be-

tween morality and immorality.  

 

Following various pre -reading activities to 

develop their discussion and compromise 

skills, the students were REALLY put to the 

test.  Ms Emily was ômysteriouslyõ absent 

for their English lesson leaving brief instruc-

tions of their task on the board.  Oh, and 

a hidden camera.   

 

Do they complete their task?  Or even at-

tempt it? Could the absence of rules and 

order cause anarchy?  Watch the video 

clip and find out.  

 

This clip will be uploaded onto the JIMS 

website soon, recording this interesting 

social exercise. Follow up will be done 

over the next few weeks as the issues in-

volved in this social phenomenon is ex-

amined and the social implication is ana-

lyzed and  issues fleshed out more exten-

sively in class discussions.
