During December, the library will focus on C.S.Lewis, also known as Clive Staples Lewis, as the author 
of the month. C.S.Lewis was a British literary critic, scholar and author, known for his classic fantasy 
stories for children, The Chronicles of Narnia (1950-1956). The books contain Christian ideas intended to 
be easily accessible to young readers. Lewis' works have been translated into more than 30 languages 
and have sold millions of copies over the years. The books that make up The Chronicles of Narnia (for 
example,The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe, and Prince Caspian) have sold the most, and have become 
widely known thanks to their adaptations on stage, television, radio, and at the cinema.
