JIMS WILL HAVE A NEW BATIK UNIFORM 
 

We are proud to introduce JIMS’ new uniform. You will notice that there are 

three symbols in the new batik outfit: the Owl, the Tree and the Cloud. 

 

The Owl. Many children have grown up with nursery stories of wise old 

owls. From the ancient Greek legends to the wise owls in Winnie the Pooh, 

owls have been represented in the West as a symbol of perfect wisdom, just 

as Ganesha is considered as the God of Knowledge in the East. The owl can 

see that which others cannot, which is the essence of true wisdom. Where 

others are deceived, the Owl sees and knows what is there. Owls have become 

symbols of teaching and of institutions of learning, being included in the 

coat of arms of many universities. 

 

The Tree. The tree symbolises our respect for the environment, which is 

reflected in our green campus, and our concern to educate our children 

regarding important environmental issues such as global warming, 

deforestation, and climate change. 

 

The Cloud. In China, clouds are symbols of celestial mobility because many 

gods and immortals used the cloud as a vehicle on which they travelled. 

JIMS uses the cloud to symbolise its unrelenting efforts to help students 

develop creativity and excellence as a vehicle for their successful career 

in the future. 

 

Ganesha 
 

JIMS commissioned a great stone sculptor in Muntilan, Central Java, to carve a statue of 

the God Ganesha. It has now been placed in the front garden of JIMS’ office. It will be 

worth your while to take a look! 

 

Ganesha is considered to be the God of knowledge, the Lord of letters and learning, 

God of new beginnings, and God of elimination of troubles. A legend narrates that Ga-

nesha was asked to scribe down the epic of Mahabharata, dictated to him by its au-

thor, Vyasa. Recognising the enormity and significance of the task, Ganesha realised 

the inadequacy of any ordinary 'pen' to undertake the task. He thus broke one of his 

own tusks and made a pen out of it. 

 

The lesson offered here is that knowledge is of ultimate importance, worth sacrificing 

even pride and beauty to attain. JIMS has adopted Ganesha to represent its philosophy 

that multiculturalism is a sustainable source of energy that fuels an insatiable thirst for 

knowledge.
