Security at JIMS 
 

In todayõs world security is a high priority for everyone, and at JIMS we are no 

different. The safety of our students is paramount. 

 

Parents and visitors to our campus can expect the following security measures 

on arrival. 

 

JIMS SECURITY POST PROCEDURES 

 
 

1. The main gate will be open from 07.00 am, however, the boom gate will remain 

down at all times. It will only be lifted when security officers have completed the fol-

lowing security measures. 

2. All visitors and parents vehicles will be given a parking card. 

3. For cars not displaying a JIMS sticker, security officers will ask the purpose of the visit 

and then the visitor will be required to fill out the visitor book and leave their Identifi-

cation Card at the security post. The visitor will be issued with a visitor card to be 

worn during their visit and returned upon exiting the campus. 

4. Main gate will be closed at 09.00 am. 

5. Main gate will be open again at 2.15 pm, and then will be closed again at 4.30 pm, 

the boom gate will always remain closed. 

6. Visitor/parents have to return the parking card when leaving the school. 

7. Security will only allow outside workers to complete work on the JIMS campus, if 

they have working orders from JIMS that are signed by the Operational Manager, 

and they will be required to hand in their ID Cards as well.
